Course Summary

The programme is designed for young people aged 16 — 19 although

we welcome students of any age. The course covers a wade range of
performance genres and aims to develop student’s skills in drama, dance,
voice and musical theatre. This 1-year course is aimed at students who
have not achieved sufficient grades C+ at GCSE level and the course
acts as an entry level to the BTEC Extended Diploma course.

How will | be assessed?

The course is made up of 6 units. The units are taught through workshop
style classes with class work usually leading to a performance whether
that be an evening or afternoon performance at our on campus theatre

— The Artrix. Assessments will vary depending on the unit; typically
assessments will be in the form of written assignments, workshop and
rehearsal tutor observations, student performance work, discussions,
presentations. This is a practical course however written work is included
within the assessment.

Entry Requirements

4 GCSE’s at Grade D, or equivalent.

How much time will | spend on the course?

The timetables will vary and may change from term to term; typically
students will be expected to be in college for 3 days per week (18 hours
taught classes). This may vary depending of rooming allocations. The
course is full time; students are encouraged to use the LRC and other
college facilities throughout the college day to ensure coursework is

up to date.
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How do | apply/join this course?

Course Summary

The programme is designed for young people aged 16 — 19 although

we welcome students of any age. The course covers a wade range

of performance genres and aims to develop student’s skills in drama,
dance, voice and musical theatre. Throughout the 2 years students will
develop their core performance skills i.e. focus, concentration, physical
and vocal dexterity and will participate in a wide range of performances
from musical theatre to Shakespeare. This course is a general performing
arts course and therefore students are required to take part and achieve
all the units within the range of performing arts areas on offer.

How will | be assessed?

The course is made up of 18 units. Typically students will study 9 units
in year one and 9 units in year 2. The units are taught through workshop
style classes with class work usually leading to a performance whether
that be an evening or afternoon performance at our on campus theatre
— The Artrix. Assessments will vary depending on the unit; typically
assessments will be in the form of written assignments, workshop and
rehearsal tutor observations, student performance work, discussions,
presentations. This is a practical course however it is important for
potential students to understand that there is also a fair amount of
written work that supports and reflects on your process of creation
and performances.

Entry Requirements

Entry Requirements: 5 GCSE’s at Grade C or above (with English

GCSE preferred but not essential). For more mature students no formal
qualifications required, entry is by interview. Students are required to be
self-motivated and to take a degree of responsibility for their own learning
and will be expected to view as many performances as the

can throughout their studies.

How much time will | spend on the course?

The timetables will vary and may change from term to term; typically
students will be expected to be in college for 3 2 days per week (18
hours taught classes). This may vary depending of rooming allocations.
The course is full time; students are encouraged to use the LRC and
other college facilities throughout the college day to ensure coursework
is up to date.
